We put two buckets of fish into the Bridge Pobkn
filled the float with 100 fish for the trip to tHewer lot.

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Highlights from George Daniel's Fishing Trip--Lake Ontario Tribs
Program called “Streamer Strategies”

Took our annual trip up to NY this year (Nov 8--
Nov 12). We usually go twice but our earlier wps
blown out by high water. Our normal destination
would be Oswego where we could fish the Oswego
River, the Salmon River, Little Salmon and tribs
between the two. Because of high water, we stayed
the town of Ontario, west of Oswego and fishedstrib
between Oswego and Rochester. We found about
seven tribs and some of them can be crowded but you
